Tickets for events at Salisbury Arts Centre can 
be purchased in person from our box office, on 
the phone by calling 01722 321744 or through 
the Citywide Ticketing Network, from the 
Salisbury Playhouse or City Hall box offices. 
Tickets for events can be collected from 
Salisbury Arts Centre or posted to you at a 
cost of 50p.

Salisbury Arts Centre offer family 
tickets for selected events.

Access
Salisbury Arts Centre endeavours 
to be fully accessible for everyone.  
We aim to be a welcoming, inclusive 
and accessible venue. 

All public areas within Salisbury Arts 
Centre are accessible by wheelchair 
users.  For hearing aid users, the main 
space is fitted with an infrared system 
and the White Room Studio and Café 
stages are fitted with induction loop 
systems. A lift is available to access 
the first floor. A disabled toilet is 
situated on the ground floor.

Parking

By Bus
